Attention then turned to redevelopment of the Children’s campus. Jep Seman, speaking on behalf of the Sisters, tells us that their solution to fending the property will be permanently installed chain link fence with green fabric. This will be done without rips in the fabric. It is anticipated that this will be completed in one and a half to two months. As far as the redevelopment is concerned, it has largely been placed on hold pending the results of the health care reform legislation and the economy. The Sisters commit to maintaining the lawns and existing vegetation, but when something is going to be done with that site has not been determined.
