The meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM. The minutes of the last meeting were read and approved after many typos were corrected. Introductions were made around the room. Brantigan noted that plans are being made to redevelop the Ace Supermarket site and the development team will present at the next meeting.
Old Business

25th and Welton.

Since our last meeting the entire project has been reconsidered stimulated by our discussion and the Landmark Commission discussions. The development group presented illustrations of the concept. Instead of subsidized housing the project will be all market rate. There will be an approximately 82 unit 5 story apartment building with 4000 square feet of retail on the first floor. Parking will be at grade and 1 level below grade. Vehicular access will be from a curb cut on 25th instead of from the alley because of local preference and desire not to overload the alley. The project will then be wrapped with 14 town homes, 12 of which will have a garage accessed from behind. Entrances will be on Welton, activating the street. The Forum enthusiastically supports this concept and the Chairman is instructed to send a letter of support to the Landmark Commission. The plan is on the agenda for the Landmark Commission on 17 September. This is said to be the first housing on the Welton St Corridor in 70 years.
