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Biography of the Cazin Family

From History of the Lafayette Street Historic District
The history of the Cazin family is an interesting chapter in the history of the Denver and the West. They were heavily involved in mining in Colorado, South Dakota and New Mexico as well. They were pioneer printers, architects, and were important in the development of the incandescent light bulb. Living members of the family tell most of the story. There was even a "black sheep" in the family, and religious turmoil between the Catholics and Protestants all within the same family.

The Cazin brothers' father
, Franz Michael Friederick Cazin, (originally Franz Frederich Michael) was born in Aachen, Germany on 22 February 1827
 (21 February 1827 according to files in the Stadtarchiv Münster
), and was baptized at St Adalbert. He married Berta Nasse (5 January 1830-1876). They were Catholic
, and had five children according to American sources, six according to German sources
, and probably actually seven:

He was a printer, bookseller, and publisher in Münster, Westfalia, Germany. His address on Prinzipalmarkt Street #38 was his house as well as the store. He is listed in the Münster Directory of 1853
. In this directory is a three page advertisement for his store
. He is also listed in a file in the Stadtarchiv Münster in 1860 at that address. He sold his business in 1861. On April 1, 1864 he moved to Mauritz, now a suburb of Münster, but an independent village until 1875. He built a bread factory, which failed in 1867. Establishing himself as the black sheep of the family, he left his wife and family in the fall of that year, and came to the United States. Shortly thereafter, he was followed by a neighbor's daughter, Minna Ennigerich, who lived with him as his wife, and bore him two sons and two daughters, Maximilian, Otto, Helene, and Adele, all born before the death of his legal wife
. Family tradition says that names of the children in the second family were similar to those in the first, complicating the work of the historical researcher. His first wife died of a broken heart on 2 November 1876
.

After arriving in the United States, he changed his name to F.M.F. and became a mining engineer. His obituary says that he was an engineer in Germany, but there is no available information to support that claim. He became involved in a wide variety of scientific projects in Missouri, Colorado, New Mexico, and New Jersey all of which he developed with the exuberance of a missionary. He came to Denver in 1873 where he incorporated the Rocky Mountain Concentration Company with offices at 243 Sixteenth Street. The Concentration Company was based on a new dry concentration process which was described in the Engineering and Mining Journal of New York in 1873, and which was installed in a mine in the Nederland District. He was  Secretary of the Denver Concentrating and Smelting Company in 1875. After acrimonious discussion in the press, and at least one law suit, he left for a jade mine in Bernalillo, New Mexico (formerly Cortez' headquarters). While in New Mexico, he discovered a deposit of titanium ore which he suggested should be used for incandescent bulbs
, and perfected the "Cazin Displacement Law," which he subsequently applied to create at least a description and cost analysis of an electric powered canal tug for the Erie Canal. He considered discovery of this law equal in importance to the discoveries of Archimedes. "The writer, once in long-past years, while in the southwestern desert, thousands of miles away from any navigable waters, working on the theories of mechanical separation by density, discovered the natural, mathematically expressible law of continuous measurable displacement, a law of equal importance in nautics, as the laws of Archimedes, relating to displacement by first immersion.
" 

After leaving New Mexico, F.M.F moved to New Jersey. He invented what he called the Cazin Power Wheel which was manufactured by the American Impulse Wheel Co. of New York in 1897. He became interested in the electric light bulb, and was issued a series of patents having to do with production of a filament by depositing rare metals or rare earth oxides on a carbon filament, and then displacing the carbon. He produced lamps before the turn of the century which would last in excess of 600 hours. A company was formed in Amsterdam, New York, and manufacture of the lamps was begun, but through some unfortunate combination of promoters and capitalists, internal dissension arose in the company, and the enterprise was discontinued before any lamps were marketed. Cazin believed that he had not received justice from either the patent office or from the technical press, and published in 1901 (at his own expense) a book entitled "Twentieth Century Light: The Cazin Lamps; What next in electric lamp making." That book, like all of his other writings, was impassioned and thoroughly documented. In it he explains in detail how the bulbs by Nernst, patented by Westinghouse, infringed on his patents of a decade before. "Reviewing the history of my work...nothing is more deeply impressed on my mind than that the greatest impediment to an inventor...is not of a technical nature, and not of a financial nature, but in the fact that public morals, though they will condemn the jumper of a mine claim, will smile on the jumper of an inventor's claim....and will condemn the pirate and thief of material goods, but not the schemer who, by deception and sharp practice, appropriates to himself the fruit of another man's inventions--
" Strong words about Nernst and the others. The Illuminating Engineer in 1908 pointed out that Cazin's process was the same used in making the tungsten lamp. He died on November 22, 1908
 at his home in Upper Montclair, N.J. 

Thru his career and his writings, a picture emerges of an intensely creative scientist whose controversial career spans many different fields of endeavor. He is both expansive and exuberant, describing in no uncertain terms the impact and importance of his ideas, and condemning those who would say otherwise. His text on lamp making is very revealing of his personality. His ideas about the importance of his work may not be universally shared, as he is not listed in American Men and Women of Science, Scientific Encyclopedia, the Encyclopedia Britannica, or the Encyclopedia of Scientific Biography. He is mentioned briefly in the Brights' history of the electric lamp industry. In spite of this lack of recognition, he emerges as one of the true characters of American history.

In the fall of 1880, four years after the death of the first Mrs. FMF Cazin, He sent steamer passage money to his children in Germany. Carl, Maria and Alex came to the United States in December 1880. Franz Cazin, the oldest, born 29 May 1853, came in June 1881 after getting married and completing his service as an officer in the German Army. Otto came somewhat later, and all settled in Denver.

Franz Alexander Karl Bernard Cazin, born in Münster on 24 May 1853
 (24 March according to German records). He worked for several mining companies in Germany before coming to the United States in 1881
.  He moved initially to New York and shortly thereafter went to New Mexico. He didn't like New Mexico and then moved to Denver, initially living with his brothers at 340 S 11th. The Denver Directory listed him alternately as a draughtsman or mechanical engineer, in 1882 with the Denver and Rio Grande Railroad, and in 1884 with the Colorado Iron Works. In 1887 he moved into a home at 3316 Humboldt (now demolished) which he shared with Alex until his brother moved in 1891. He became a US citizen in 1889. He lived on Humboldt until 1903 when he moved into the Baerresen designed house at 2150 Lafayette. It seems that he held a loan on the property which went into default and he was left with the property. The Humboldt property remained with the family, and relatives lived there for years. During most of the preceding decade he was an independent consulting engineer. Although he maintained his residence in Denver, he was working as a mining engineer in Mexico during the Juarista Revolution. When it got too hot for comfort, he returned to Denver. He was a consulting engineer in Aire Libre, Mexico in the State of Puebla in the erection of a copper concentrating plant. Cyrus McArthur, his erstwhile partner, took the proceeds of the company and disappeared
. The Directory lists Franz' wife's name as Maria, and her letter of October 22, 1913 described their departure from Mexico. The family lived at 2150 Lafayette until Franz died on Mothers' Day, 1936. At that time, their son, Frank, his wife Ella, and their daughters, Angela and Agnes, moved into 2150 Lafayette to care for mother. They lived there until 1958. Angela reports that with the exception of Judge Williams at 2159 Lafayette, and the Jewish grocer Bennie Ziskin at 2104, they were the only white faces in the block. Essie Spears, who lived at 2154 Lafayette with her mother Mary Wilson, was a particularly good friend of the family. She was a maid working at Daniels and Fisher. The Cazins related well to all of their neighbors in spite of the general decline of the neighborhood. There was a colored maid named Essie Spears who lived at 2154 who was a particularly good friend of the family. She lived with her mother, Nancy Wilson, and now (1987) lives at 700 Washington St, 861-0052. Essie worked at Daniels and Fisher for many years.
Frank A Cazin was born on 22 June 1881, shortly after his father arrived in the United States. His family sent him to Germany to complete his college education, but on arrival he bought a bicycle and set out to tour Europe. When Uncle Alex reported his adventures to his parents, funds were cut off and he was summoned home. He earned passage money serving as a waiter on a ship. On arrival in New York he sang in the chorus of the Metropolitan Opera for two months before returning to Denver via Chicago
. He went on to graduate from Regis College. His first Denver Directory listing showed him as a draughtsman working for Franz Cazin and living at 3316 Humboldt in 1906. There are no listings for him during the First World War (1910-1921). At that time he was working as a mining engineer at the Homestake Mine in Lead, S.D. where he served as a drummer in the company band. He reappeared in Denver with a wife, Ella (Ella Angela McAtee, 1880-1947) at the same Humboldt address in 1922. He moved into 2150 Lafayette in 1937. During most of his life he was a draftsman for the Dorr Co, and when that company closed, he became a salesman for the New York Life Insurance Co. Children are identified from the various directories and from correspondence with Angela. In 1941 in addition to Angela (a clerk at Lowry Field), Frank A and Ella, there is also a listing for Frank A Jr, a clerk at Thrifty Drugs, and Alban T, a clerk at Benjamin Slatkin. Frances Daisy Cazin was an adopted daughter. From the household index it seems that Frank died in 1947 and his widow, Ella lived at 2150 until 1958. (Obviously there is some confusion about the dates as Frank died in 1943 and Ella in 1957).  Angela, is now 70 (in 1987, she probably died in 1988) and lives in California. She worked in Germany in Army finance between 1959 and 1972, and attended the settlement of Alex's estate (see below).
Carl Cazin
 (Karl Theodor Wilhelm Klara Cazin), born on 17 February 1856, came to the United States after completing his military service in the German Army. He settled in Denver in 1878, and was the typesetter who set the type for the first edition of the Colorado Journal, a German language newspaper. It is said that he helped to compile the first Denver Directory
, which seems unlikely considering the dates. The family then moved to Arvada where they opened a store. They lost the store in 1905 primarily due to competition from people riding the tramway to Denver, and then moved to Denver themselves. Carl worked for the Zang Brewery until about 1910. When he died on 3 January 1930, he was one of the oldest members of the Denver Typographical Union
. His wife, Frances, was from Iowa but was of German descent. He was survived by daughters Bertha and L Rose Wilson, and three sons, Fred, Max, and Paul. Max died in 1957 at the age of 71. Fritz (?Fred?) died on 10 Nov 1958 at the age of 74. The Catholic side of the family is buried at Mt Olivet. The Denver Directory files are hard to interpret due alternate use of Carl or Charles by two people with different simultaneous careers. It appears that they are both the same person because they always live at the same address and have the same wife when one is listed. Biographies are also made difficult by the relative isolation of the Catholic and Protestant sides of the family.  Carl's daughter, Bertha, age 90 and blind, is the source of most of this information. Rose Wilson, sister of Bertha, worked for Daniels and Fisher for many years starting in their school for "cash girls." She is now 93 and is in a home, expected to die shortly (1987).

Otto Franz Cornelius Cazin, born on 29 December 1861, was another brother about whom little is known. He did not live with the other brothers when he came to Denver. He was listed initially as a shoemaker. He also owned a French restaurant and worked as a fresco painter. Kersten and Cazin are listed in the 1882 Denver Directory as Francis Kersten and Otto Cazin French Charcuterie 302 1/2 16th. Kersten and Cazin is also listed under restaurants in the business section. He married, and then separated and moved to California.

Alexander Cazin, or Alex, was the youngest, and was born on 1 July 1857 in Münster. He was an architect before moving to the United States
. Henry Dozier, another pioneer Denver architect, considered Alexander Cazin, to be a young man with "splendid abilities and the finest of German educations"
. His first listing in the Denver Directory was in 1882 when he was listed as a draughtsman with J.C. Casper. He lived with Carl (listed as Charles) and Franz (listed as Frank) at 340 s 11th. In 1883, Alex was listed as a draughtsman for RS Roeschlaub, and in 1884 as an architect. He practiced architecture with offices at various places until 1894. In 1886 he was in partnership with Ezra M Cornell (probably the cousin of the founder of Cornell University) and in 1887 and 8 with Henry Dozier. In 1891 his office was at 31-2 Pioneer blk, 1509 Larimer. In 1894 he felt unsatisfied with Denver and moved back to Germany. The Denver Directory lists his office at 421 Cheesman Blk, 17th cor Larmier in 1894. I can find no evidence that he was a member of the Rocky Mountain Association of Architects, but he was one of the original members of the Colorado Chapter of the American Institute of Architects
. Cazin experienced the "Golden Years" of Denver architecture (1883-1893) during which time much of the city was built. The Silver Crash of 1893 and resulting destitution of the region may have stimulated his return to Germany. 

There are serious limitations to the building permits file in Denver, and permits are not available for much of the time that Cazin was in Denver. He is, however, the architect of record for many buildings, most of which are simple residences. Four buildings stand out, the original building for Regis College, the Richtofen Castle, the Illius Residence and the Buerger Block. (see Brantigan, CO, The Denver Building Permits File, various volumes, Canzona Publications for a more accurate listing of buildings attributed to Cazin).

Main Hall, Regis College:

Family tradition says that Cazin designed the first building at Regis College
. Bertha Cazin remembers her father's description of her uncle building Regis College as they delivered beer to the priests in a horse drawn wagon when she was a child. With this information in mind it was then possible to confirm this in the Regis College Archives and with Fr Stansel, who wrote a history of the college.
 Dozier and Cazin were paid $3700 for their design work.
 

In 1884 the Sacred Heart College, later known as Regis College relocated from Las Vegas, New Mexico to Morrison, Colorado. Finding Morrison still too remote, the college was relocated to its present site in Denver which had been donated by John B Walker and JK Perrin. Father Dominic Pantanella hired Dozier and Cazin to design the first building. Father Pantanella served as the general contractor. Stone work was contracted to Toohey and Dawson and Company, brick work to Luis Groth and Company and carpentry to EF Hallack Manufacturing Company. The total cost was $111,846. Throughout its life span the building has served many purposes. In the 1970's the Jesuits occupied the top two floors and the Regis High School and administrative offices occupied the first two floors.

The building is approximately 300 feet long and consists of four stories, each with a high ceiling. It is built on an east-west axis with four story wings running north-south at each end of the building, approximately 76 feet long. The original plan was to eventually enlarge the building to enclose a hollow square of lawn which would be generously furnished with flower beds and fountains. The exterior of the building consists of a ten inch lava stone facing over brick. The thickness of the first floor wall is about 32 inches. Trimmings are red sandstone. The building was originally four stories high with a cupula/observatory in the center. The cupola was removed in 1952. The roof is mansard, and of wood. The ground floor rooms were initially used as the parlors, reception rooms, halls for recreation, laboratories, and the like. The second floor was devoted to class and reading rooms. The third story was for the professors, and on the fourth floor the dormitories for students and prefects. Every modern appliance for the health and comfort of the inhabitants was provided. Each room was heated by steam and an artesian well gave a continuous and plentiful supply of water to the bath rooms and lavatories. An elevator of the most approved mechanism afforded rapid transit to all parts of the building.

Richtofen Castle

Family tradition also says that Alex designed the first version of the Richtofen Castle. Although confirmation of the Richtofen Castle may be impossible, the claim bears further investigation as the other information available from the family has proven correct, and the supposition that a German nobleman coming to the United States who built a European style castle might ask a German architect to build it makes sense. This crenelated castle was to be part of a much larger development located at that time 15 miles from Denver. The building was subsequently remodeled after the turn of the century into a Tudor mansion bearing little resemblance to the original. Jaques Benedict was the second architect
. 

The Illius Residence

In 1889 Cazin designed a 2 storey brick residence measuring 40x50 feet on the corner of Ogden (then Alta) and Tenth on Capitol Hill at a cost of $9000. Henry B Illius, the owner, was listed in the Denver Directory as a Manufacturers agent and dealer in builders supplies. His office was at 17 Iron Bldg, 17th cor Arapahoe and his residence was at 977 Alta. The Fire Maps of the time indicate that this was an impressive building, but there are no known photographs, and the building is demolished.

Buerger Block

The Buerger Block
, 1436-40 Larimer Street, is a commercial building located in the Center of Larimer Square in Denver. It was built by German immigrants Hugo, Julius, Max and Otto Buerger. Over the years it contained their barber supply company, the Buerger Hotel and the Buerger Investment Company. Since restoration it has been occupied by various offices, shops and a basement indoor/outdoor restaurant, the Bratskeller. Its name is pretentious, as it is but one building in a block, but its name is still there for all to see. Its main distinguishing feature is that it is part of Larimer Square.

After his return to Germany in 1894
, Alexander Cazin practiced architecture for many years. In 1896 he lived at Wehrstraße 21
. According to Frau Link from the Stadtarchiv, this was also the address of architect Bernard Schwartz whom he worked with on his return. After 1901 he was on his own. In 1902 he moved to Sudstraße 65, and after 1907 to Hermannstraße 34A. He moved his office and home into Jägerstraße 2 in 1911
. Heinrich Lohmann, a diplomaed engineer, joined the office in the 1920's
. In 1930 he was employed by the city to work with a builders association (Wohnungsbaugesellschaft) to provide work for the unemployed (Arbeitsbeschaffungsmassnahme der Stadt)
. He was first listed in the Registry of the Association of German Architects (BDA) in 1913 under the regional group "Mindenravensburg #667" with the Jägerstraße address
. (the association was founded in 1911). He appeared in BDA directories in 1916, 1925, 1926, 1928, but not in 1930 or 1932
. It would be interesting to know if he was one of the original members of the BDA. He apparently retired in about 1936.

Just as it is difficult to identify buildings still standing in the United States which can be attributed to Cazin
, so it is also difficult to identify them in Germany due to destruction of both records and buildings in World War II. His house on Jägerstraße, for example, was completely destroyed. Buildings attributed to him include the Hüfferstiftung, the Aschendorf Publishing Company, the Villa Terfloth, a building at Alterfischmarkt 2, Säuglingsheim Children's Hospital, a residence for Dr Becher, and St Joseph's Church.

Villa Terfloth

Ulrich Althöfer has noted that the American architect Henry Hobson Richardson (1838-1886) had a distinct influence on architecture in Europe, but that the details of the exchange of ideas is unknown. In the 1980's the Villa Terfloth in Münster caught Ulrich Althöfer's eye as a good example of the Richardson Romanesque style. It is similar to the Gatwick House in Buffalo, New York, built by Richardson in 1886. The architect was little known, and his American connections were unknown until Althöfer found a previous version of this manuscript in a German library. He has now described the Villa in a monograph
. When the building was attributed to Cazin, and Cazin's American connections became known, this suggested that Cazin may have been instrumental in bringing Richardson's ideas to Germany. Cazin was certainly familiar with the style, as he had worked for Denver's most distinguished follower of Richardson, Robert Roeschlaub, in 1883. Althöfer considers him to have been an important and well known architect based on his accomplishments. Althöfer does not believe Cazin was important for bringing Richardsonianism to Germany as there were many American architectural publications available to German architects.

The Villa Terfloth is located north of the historic part of Münster in the Kreuz district. It was built in 1904 or 1905 for the food merchant, Robert Terfloth as his residence. Although Terfloth made a market in bacon and other foodstuffs, he was best known for his trade in sugar. He was known as the "Sugar King" and his villa as the "Sugar Villa of Münster." It remained in the hands of the Terfloth family until 1932 when the city bought it and turned in into the City Council House. In 1941 it housed the quarters of the Wehrmacht die Raume. Between 1945 and 1950 it housed the public kitchen for the Sisters of Idaheim. Between 1951 and 1980 it was the residence of the music school, and beginning in 1980 until the present (1997). It belongs to the Town of Münster and houses counseling organizations. 

The Hüfferstiftung

The largest remaining building in Münster attributed to Cazin is the Hüfferstiftung, a orthopedic hospital built by the Hüffer family between 1901 and 1904
. For it he used simplified forms of the German Renaissance. At the time it was considered one of the most modern buildings of its type. An extension was built in 1928 under Cazin's supervision
.

Alterfischmarkt 2

A few years before designing the Hüfferstiftung, Cazin designed a very well known house called the House Alter Fishmarkt 2 or 1, (there is some confusion about the numbers, but Althöfer is convinced that it is still standing) which was a house built for the editor Karl Joseph Fahle, printer and editor of two famous papers. The inscription date is 1901 and the style Gothic
. According to Alth(fer most of the old Münster city houses have gable style facades. This building takes its style from the oldest Prinzipalmarkt houses and the Lamberti Church with its late Gothic and Renaissance details. Note the “IHS” on the façade.

Aschendorf Publishing Company

Between 1913 and 1915
 he built the Ashendorf Publishing Company building for Anton Hüffer in collaboration with the architect Alfred Hensen.
,

Shortly before the First World War, 1913-15, Alfred Hensen constructed, along with the architect Cazin, for the Ashendorf Publishing House, a large office and printing press building. Located at 182 Soester Straße 13, Münster, it is considered a model building for one housing a printing press. It was damaged during the Second World War but reconstructed in its original form. It is remarkable for a purely functional building that it is so sensitively designed to fit into the community. The building is covered with a Mansard roof. The two wings extend diagonally and are divided by two oval towers. Between the towers is the main entrance with remarkable heavy iron gates. It is interesting to note the similarity between the architectural solution of the corner of this building and the corner of the Hüfferstift. 

Säuglingsheim Children's Hospital

Säuglingsheim, a children's hospital built in 1911 with A Hensen on Robert Koch Straße has been attributed to Cazin, but Althöfer can not substantiate Cazin's involvement
. 

Villa Dr Becher

Cazin designed the Villa for Dr Becher (1873-1939) the chief physician for the Hüfferstiftung on Waldeyerstraße. The building was torn down in the 1960's when a university clinic was built
. 

St Joseph's Church

Between 1929 and 1930 Cazin and Lohman built the St Joseph Church in Bad Waldiesborn, a simple Baroque style church
.

Few people remember Alexander Cazin. Family members living in America have corresponded with him. A.T. Cazin remembers the Jägerstraße address. Clemens Nellissen knew Cazin as a friend of his father's. Bernd Köster, an architect who as a student, met Cazin at the Hüfferstiftung in the 1930's remembers him as a small white haired man with a beard. An 80 year old man who lived on Jägerstraße in 1987 remembers Cazin and the simple, classical style house in which he lived with his housekeeper, Truta ("his Truta"). He was a very private man. Every day at twelve Mr. Cazin stepped out of his house to take a walk, dressed in old-fashioned clothes, in a black morning coat to the amusement of the children.
 Alex's house was bombed during the Second World War (2 Jäagerstraße is currently a post-war building). He spent the last years of his life living with relatives in a home in Weinähr on the Nassau, and died 14 April 1944 of pneumonia
 in Münster. Angela was present at the settlement of his estate in Münster in 1960. The reason it took so long to settle his estate is that the family couldn't afford to send anyone to Germany. Uncle Sam accomplished the job when he stationed Angela and Agnes there in 1959. 

This little known architect, whose career included significant buildings both in the United States and Germany made important contributions in both countries. He was part of an early Denver family with a diverse list of interests and contributions.

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Obituary, Carl Cazin , Pioneer Printer, is dead, Denver Post Nov. 14, 1930 p.22

Carl Cazin, 74 years old, pioneer Denver printer, who helped to compile the first Denver city directory, died at his home, 2332 Eighth Street Friday.

Cazin, one of the oldest members of the Denver Typographical Union came to the United States from Germany when he was a boy. He came to Denver in 1878, and has resided here since that time.

Besides his widow, Mrs Frances Cazin, he is survived by two daughters, Bertha Cazin and Mrs L.R. Wilson, and three sons, Fred, Max, and Paul Cazin, all of Denver.

Funeral services will be held from the Hoffman mortuary at 1:30 O'clock Saturday afternoon

Denver's Jesuit College, Built of lava stone with handsome red stone trimmings, the magnificent edifice stretches 300 feet in length and seventy-six feet in the flanks. It is contemplated in a few years to extend these flanks so as to inclose (sic) a hollow square of lawn which will be generously furnished with flower beds and fountains.

Rising four stories the main range of the building is sixty feet high, and in the center, where there has been placed an observatory surmounted by a cross, the elevation reaches 120 feet. On the ground floor are situated the parlors, reception rooms, halls for recreation, laboratories, and other suitable apartments. The second floor will be devoted to class and reading rooms. The third story is destined for the professors, and on the fourth floor the dormitories for students and prefects will be provided. In the apartments every modern appliance for the health and comfort of the inmates has been provided. Each room will be heated by steam and an artesian well gives a continuous and plentiful supply of water to the bath rooms and lavatories. An elevator of the most approved mechanism will afford rapid transit to all parts of the building.

For a building in which a press is located, this is a model building with segmental building elements constituting the corner of the building. This was a joint project of the architects Hensen and Cazin. This is an unchanged reconstuction after severe war damage.

Shortly before the First World War, 1913-15, Alfred Hensen constructed, along with the archietct Cazin, for the Ashendorf Publishing House, a large office and printing press building. It is remarkable for a purely finctional building that the sensitive treatment of the street fronts in pure brick materials was achieved. The vertical divisions of the building with some kind of plaster (?meaning of word) and in between that, section of wall with, for the most part, three-part pillared windows in three levels and covering everything is a tall mansard roof. The most important thing to note in this building is the treatment of the corner with a wide angle bewteen the two wings. The two wings extend diagonally and are divided by two oval towers in between them is the main portal with a remarkable heavy wrought iron gate. Between the wings and through the divided tower surfaces there is a narrow concave area of wall which is cleverly constructed. In addition, the corner of the building is emphasized by a tall mansard roof. The corner situation at the Soesser and Hamburger streets was adjacent to an intersection into which streetcars from the Bramer Street and from the Berlin Square emptied. In the north there is a block of homes which has disappeared where there now exists the Bremer Square. Dispite the alterations that have taken place in this area, there is still a feeling of how the city was in the area of the printing press building. It is interesting to note the similarity between the solution of the corner of this building and the corner of the Hüfferstift that was built from 1902-3 by Cazin. One can assume that the basic idea of Cazin in the Ashendorf project was used here. The solution of the details of the front wall  is based on some similarity of forms that Hensen used. Just as the stylistic elements of the Hüfferstift are still a part of the new renaissance, likewise, the printing press building had all the basic elements of the new Baroque of Münster at the time that one of the creators of this, Hensen, was recognized.
